SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING

JULY 10, 2008

The Town Board of the Town of Conklin held a Special Town Board Meeting on July 10, 2008, at 4:00 P.M. at the Conklin Town Hall.  Mrs. Preston, Supervisor, presided.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

BID/DEMOLITION OF HOUSES

Supervisor Preston stated that two bid specification packets were picked up for the demolition of houses but only one bid was received.  Gorick Construction offered an aggregate bid of $121,800 for the demolition of ten houses.  Supervisor Preston reminded the Town Board that three of the ten houses on this demolition list are not included in the 2006 Flood Buyout Program but are being demolished under the Unsafe Structures Law because they were abandoned after the 2006 flood and are not longer safe structures.  Mr. Finch commented that the cost will average $12,000 per house.  Supervisor Preston explained that the price includes tipping fees for normal debris, and that if friable asbestos is found in a structure, a Change Order will be required to cover the cost of disposal of the friable asbestos.
RESO 2008-175:  AWARD BID/DEMOLITION OF TEN HOUSES/GORICK CONSTRUCTION/$121,800 AGGREGATE BID

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin awards the bid for the demolition of ten houses to Gorick Construction for an aggregate bid price of $121,800.00.

Seconded by Mr. Ayres.
VOTE:  Minoia – Yes, Ayres – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

BID/PAVILION 3 AT SCHNURBUSCH PARK

Supervisor Preston stated that two bid specification packets were picked up for the construction of Pavilion 3 at Schnurbusch Park but only one bid was received.  H.C. Construction offered a bid of $33,280 for construction of the pavilion.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town has received a grant for $50,000 to use for construction of the pavilion and for other park projects.  Originally the cost of the pavilion was estimated at approximately $20,000 but the New York State Department of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation requires stamped engineer’s plans for the pavilion.  Griffiths Engineering drew up the plans, which include a three foot deep footer, which added approximately $13,000 to the original estimated cost of the pavilion.  Mr. Minoia commented that a modular home can be installed with only piers to support it, according to New York State Building Code, and stated he did not understand why a pavilion would require more support than a modular home.  Mr. Finch suggested that the Town Board award the bid, then ask Mr. Dan Griffiths to approve amending the plans to replace the footers with piers.  Mr. Finch asked Supervisor Preston if the extra grant money not needed for the pavilion construction would be used for other park projects and she replied that this is what is planned for the extra grant money.
RESO 2008-176:  AWARD BID/CONSTRUCTION OF PAVILION 3 AT SCHNURBUSCH PARK/H.C. CONSTRUCTION/$33,280

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin awards the bid for the construction of Pavilion 3 at Schnurbusch Park to H.C. Construction for a bid price of $33,280.00.
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Seconded by Mr. Ayres.

VOTE:  Minoia – Yes, Ayres – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

RESO 2008-177:  APPROVE CHANGE ORDER/GORICK CONSTRUCTION/FRIABLE ASBESTOS REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL/19 ADRIANCE DRIVE
Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin approves a Change Order for Gorick Construction for an additional $5,500 to cover the cost of removal and disposal of friable asbestos in a structure being demolished at 19 Adriance Drive.

Seconded by Mr. Minoia.

VOTE:  Minoia – Yes, Ayres – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

RESO 2008-178:  APPROVE PAYMENT/KEVIN LABARRE/”BRUSH HOG” CLEARING OF LANDFILL & COMMUNITY CENTER/$725

Mr. Ayres moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin approves payment to Kevin LaBarre for “brush hog” clearing of the Town Landfill and the property at the Maines Community Center for a total amount of $725.

Seconded by Mr. Minoia.

VOTE:  Minoia – Yes, Ayres – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Supervisor Preston explained that Mr. LaBarre charged $425 for the Landfill and $300 for the Community Center, which the Board thought was an excellent price.

MEALS ON WHEELS CONTRACT WITH BROOME COUNTY
Supervisor Preston stated that Town Counsel Mark Gorgos had suggested some changes to the contract offered by Broome County for use of the Community Center for the County’s Meals on Wheels program.  She read the proposed changes to the Board members and all were in agreement with the changes, so Supervisor Preston stated that the contract will be sent to Broome County on July 11 to be executed by the County.
WATER AGREEMENT WITH TOWN OF BINGHAMTON

Mr. Finch asked if the water agreement with the Town of Binghamton, which the Town of Conklin Town Board approved at its June 24, 2008 meeting, had been received back from the Town of Binghamton with its approval and Supervisor Preston stated that the Town has not yet received the approved agreement from the Town of Binghamton.

VETERANS’ MEMORIAL AT SCHNURBUSCH PARK
Supervisor Preston stated that the proposed Veterans’ Memorial to be built at Schnurbusch Park to honor those who have served in the armed forces from the Town of Conklin seems to be stalled in its development and suggested that the Town take on the project to provide oversight and development.  Mr. Finch agreed, adding that he thought the Town should donate $500 as seed money to start the fund to pay for the memorial.  Supervisor Preston added that the group of veterans and community members that conceived and started the project is unable to accept donations because this group does not comprise a not-for-profit organization and so cannot open a bank account in which to deposit the money received.  She stated that exact measurements and anticipated costs will be required to secure funding for the project.
SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING

RESO 2008-179:  AUTHORIZE TOWN OF CONKLIN TO START VETERANS’ MEMORIAL FUND/FUNDING FOR VETERANS’ MEMORIAL AT SCHNURBUSCH PARK/$500 SEED MONEY TO BEGIN FUND/OVERSIGHT OF PROJECT THROUGH TOWN OF CONKLIN

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin authorizes the Town of Conklin to start a Veterans’ Memorial Fund to provide funding for a Veterans’ Memorial to be constructed in Schnurbusch Park, with a donation of $500 seed money for the Memorial Fund being given by the Town, and oversight of the Memorial project to be handled by the Town, in appreciation of all the veterans from the Town of Conklin who have served in the armed forces.
Seconded by Mr. Minoia.

VOTE:  Minoia – Yes, Ayres – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

CONCERNS ABOUT FENCE/FEDEX GROUND/CORPORATE PARK

Mr. Finch stated that concerns have been raised regarding the new fence constructed at the site of FedEx Ground in the Broome Corporate Park.  He stated that a person or persons from TeamWorld stated that the site “looks like a prison.”  Code Officer Robert Jones was called into the meeting to update the Board on the situation.  Mr. Jones stated that FedEx Ground is “working on it.”  Mr. Finch asked if there would be lattice work added to the fence and Mr. Jones indicated that there would be lattice work added.  Mr. Jones stated that FedEx Ground has asked for its Certificate of Occupancy and Mr. Jones stated that issues regarding changes requested by the Board, including a berm, guardrails and trees, need to be resolved first.  Mr. Finch stated that the three concerns are the guardrails along Carlin Road, the requested trees, and the lattice work on the fence.  He added that the Board had requested that FedEx install a berm along Carlin Road because the engineers for the project, when initially presenting the project to the Town Planning Board for its recommendation, had stated that passersby “won’t be able to see” the new building from Carlin Road.
Mr. Jones stated that FedEx Ground had requested a plan from Town Engineer Dan Griffiths outlining the requests being made by the Town Board and Mr. Griffiths complied with that request.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town should contact Mr. Gorgos because she does not know whether the Town can request changes like this after the Town Board has issued the Special Permit required for projects in the Corporate Park.  She added that she does not know what the status is on the request for guardrails to be installed.  Supervisor Preston stated that she and Mr. Jones should meet with Mr. Griffiths to discuss the situation.
There being no further business to come before the board, Mr. Minoia moved for adjournment, seconded by Mr. Ayres.

The meeting adjourned at 4:35 P.M.
