REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

AUGUST 26, 2008

The Town Board of the Town of Conklin held a Regular Town Board Meeting on August 26, 2008, at 7:00 P.M. at the Conklin Town Hall.  Mrs. Preston, Supervisor, presided.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a moment of silence for Town Councilman James Ayres, who passed away on August 16, 2008.  Speaking of his colleague Mr. Finch stated, “Last week I lost a good friend and some say my brother.  On behalf of my two godchildren, Jimmy and Jessica Ayres, I would like to say ‘Thank you’ to the Town employees, friends, and neighbors who helped and who attended Jim’s funeral.  Thank you.”
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MINUTES:  AUGUST 12, 2008 REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

Mr. Finch moved to accept the August 12, 2008 Regular Town Board Meeting minutes as presented.

Seconded by Mr. Bullock.

VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE:
Supervisor Preston acknowledged receipt of a letter from the Office of the District Attorney of Broome County and acknowledged receipt of a note of gratitude from the family of Councilman Ayres.
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PUBLIC COMMENTS:

DAMAGE/REMOVAL OF POLITICAL SIGNS

Chuck Francisco, candidate for Town Council, commented that some of his political signs have been removed or run over, which he stated is a sad state of affairs.  Mr. Francisco stated that whoever is removing or defacing his signs should “face me or focus on the issues.”  Supervisor Preston stated that “Impeach Debbie Preston” had been written on one candidate’s sign.  Mr. Bullock, also a candidate for re-election to the Town Council, stated that Mr. Francisco was “not the only one” to have signs stolen or damaged.  Mr. Finch stated that all candidates are responsible for what is on their signs and urged the candidates to “stick up for one another” and for the democratic process.  He added that it would be sad if the candidates were enemies, adding that this is a “free country and everyone that wants to has the right to run.”  Supervisor Preston agreed, adding that she “can’t keep anyone from running.”

IMPRESS

Chuck Hemenway of Carpenters Local 281 requested that the Town Board recommend that Impress, which plans to construct a building in the Broome Corporate Park, utilize local labor, workers, and contractors for construction of the building, adding that perhaps the Board could send a letter to that effect.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town Board supports the use of local labor, and always asks the company constructing a new building to utilize local workers.  She added that the new FedEx Ground building was constructed mostly by local workers, adding that the Town Board supports the use of both union and non-union local workers.  Supervisor Preston added that Impress will receive the standard PILOT agreement from the IDA (Broome County Industrial Development Agency) that other companies in the Corporate Park have received.
FEDEX GROUND LIGHTS

Peter Hoy of Sycamore Place asked if the issues regarding the FedEx Ground lights have been resolved and Supervisor Preston stated that FedEx Ground has been working on the problem and that she sees a “big difference.”  Mr. Hoy disagreed.  Supervisor Preston stated that Code Officer Robert Jones tested the lights with a light meter, adding that she and Mr. Jones met with a resident of the neighborhood and representatives from FedEx Ground to look at the lighting specifications required by the IDA.  Supervisor Preston stated that she feels that the FedEx Ground lights should have the same type of light bulbs and shields utilized by other buildings in the Corporate Park and expressed concern about how much more of a nuisance the lights will be when the leaves are off the trees this fall and winter.  Mr. Finch added that the reflection from snow on the ground could also make the problem worse.  Mr. Finch asked if FedEx Ground could shut some of the lights off or take them out and Mr. Jones replied that this has not yet been requested of FedEx Ground.  Town Counsel Mark Gorgos is researching this option.  Supervisor Preston stated that no permanent Certificate of Occupancy will be issued to FedEx Ground until the lighting problem is resolved.
CORPORATE PARK QUESTIONS

Mr. Hoy asked where the new Impress building will be located and Supervisor Preston stated that it will be located on the lot currently owned by the IDA across Corporate Parkway from Rogers Trucking.  She added that representatives from Impress will be present at the September 9, 2008 Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Preston explained that the request for a Special Permit is presented to the Town Board, which sends it to the Town Planning Board for their recommendations, with the Town Board having the final authority to grant or deny the request for a Special Permit.  Mr. Hoy stated that the Town Board should look carefully at what kind of lighting plan Impress has slated for its new building.
Mr. Tom Guley of Karic Drive asked who is responsible for overseeing the progress once clearing starts for a building in the Corporate Park, and Supervisor Preston replied that Town Engineer Dan Griffiths has oversight of these projects.  Mr. Guley asked if the plans for the 
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FedEx Ground building had been approved by the Planning Board, then by the Town Board, then changed and re-approved, and Mr. Gorgos replied that this was not the case.  Mr. Finch stated that the Town Board had misread the site plans when reviewing them.  Mr. Guley stated that he understood that the building was to be lower in the ground, so that it would be unseen from Carlin Road, and Supervisor Preston replied that Mr. Griffiths had stated that the FedEx Ground building met the plan specifications in terms of elevation.  Mr. Finch added that the Town Board did not know that the berm along Carlin Road would be removed.

Mr. Guley asked if the lamps had been changed form the original lighting plan and Supervisor Preston stated that this is true, adding that she met with Mr. Gorgos and Mr. Griffiths to look at the lights and compare them to the lighting plans.  Mr. Jones added that he tested the lights with a light meter on eight separate nights.  Mr. Guley asked why FedEx Ground needs all of those lights and Supervisor Preston replied, “We don’t know.”  Mr. Gorgos is researching this issue.  Mr. Guley asked if the FedEx Ground facility is a distribution center and Supervisor Preston replied that it is a distribution center but is not open to the public.  Dog Control Officer Darlene Weidman commented that the trees along the berm are dead and Supervisor Preston stated that Fed Ex Ground has agreed to replace them.
THE REPTILE COMPANY
Mr. John Colley of Millburn Drive expressed concern regarding a recent newspaper article which stated that The Reptile Company will eventually house “big cats” at its Conklin facility.  Supervisor Preston stated that this is not going to happen and that there will be no “big cats.”

29 HARDING AVENUE

Ellen McKay of Harding Avenue asked if there have been any updates regarding the status of the structure and property at 29 Harding Avenue and Supervisor Preston replied that the owner is waiting to hear from New York State regarding the state buyout program, adding that it could take about a month to be granted a decision.

Mr. Finch added that Mr. Jim Hobart has been ill, thus delaying the start of construction of the barrier between Hobart Stone and Julius Rogers Park, but added that construction will begin soon.

FEDEX GROUND
Mr. Keith Wilson of Carlin Road asked if FedEx Ground could shut off its lights when it is not testing them for compliance, until the problem is resolved.  Supervisor Preston stated that Mr. Gorgos will be contacting FedEx Ground representatives to find out what the lighting requirements are for the company.  Mr. Finch asked if FedEx Ground representatives are aware that no permanent Certificate of Occupancy will be approved until the lighting issue is resolved, and Supervisor Preston stated that the IDA knows this to be the case.

Mr. Guley asked about truck traffic from FedEx Ground and Supervisor Preston stated that this information is available in the site plan review of the building.

SEISMIC TESTING

Doug Holmes of Evans Geophysical gave an information presentation regarding seismic testing in relation to gas drilling and leasing.  He stated that he had sent a letter to Highway Superintendent Patrick Latting asking permission to run his seismic testing machines on a Town of Conklin road.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town is approaching the entire gas drilling process very slowly, putting in place protection for the Town’s infrastructure.  Mr. Holmes stated that his company does not work directly for any of the gas drilling companies, but provides seismic testing and mapping.  The company has been approved to run its equipment on some New York State Department of Transportation roads.  Mr. Holmes explained that this is speculative mapping looking for structures that might contain gas, utilizing sonar/radar equipment.
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Supervisor Preston asked if this mapping is a forerunner of gas companies and Mr. Holmes stated that it is “probably speculators.”  He explained that the data is interpreted by Evans Geophysical, which can then sell the data or participate with a gas company.  Supervisor Preston asked what Evans Geophysical wants to do with the Town road and Mr. Finch replied that Evans Geophysical does not want to do anything to the Town road except to use it.  Supervisor Preston asked about the weight of the machine and Mr. Holmes stated that it is impacting roads with vibrations, like a vibrating asphalt roller.  Mr. Jones asked about potential damage to wells and Mr. Holmes stated that his equipment is not run near houses.  Mr. Gorgos clarified that the truck creates seismic vibrations and the machine records it, then engineers interpret the formations that are recorded.  Mr. Holmes stated that this is correct, adding that the data is digitally recorded.
Mr. Finch asked about bonding to protect the Town financially if any damage occurs to roads or to wells and Mr. Holmes replied that his company could bond if necessary.  Mr. Gorgos will meet with Mr. Holmes to discuss bonding.  Mr. Holmes reiterated that this seismic testing “can rattle a house,” again likening it to a “vibrating asphalt roller.”  Mr. Gorgos stated that the bonding would have to cover potential damage to the Town roads or damage to private wells or homes (cracked plaster, etc.).

Mr. Latting asked how long the process will take and Mr. Holmes replied that his company started in Tully, New York, and is proceeding through the City of Binghamton to the Town of Binghamton to the Town of Conklin, moving approximately five miles per day.  Supervisor Preston asked if Mr. Holmes had met with Broome County to ask for approval and Mr. Holmes replied that Broome County is waiting to see if any of the County roads will be involved.  Mr. Holmes added that the machines would have to be shut down during any lightning storms, since the cable could be burned.  Mr. Latting clarified that there are three machines.  Mr. Holmes explained that these machines stop every 220 feet and are approximately 33 feet long each, so that placed end-to-end they would be approximately 100 feet long.  Mr. Finch commented that this represents 165,000 pounds in a 220 foot span, or the equivalent of three tractor-trailers.  He added that the Town roads are not suitable for this weight load.  Mr. Jones asked if it might be better for the machines to run through adjacent fields.  A permission form was requested.  Mr. Gorgos asked if only Gratsinger Road is involved and Mr. Holmes replied that the machines are slated to run from Pennsylvania Avenue to Park Avenue to Gardner Road to Murphy Road to Gratsinger Road to Pierce Creek Road to Conklin Forks Road to Route 7 to Route 11.
Mr. Holmes stated that his company covered 30 miles in New York State in July, using particle motion.  He stated that his company is “careful,” aware of public relations and “who would be blamed” if there is any damage.  Mr. Holmes stated that areas in which there are “skips,” in which the seismic testing is halted, can lead to poor mapping.

REPORT:  SUPERVISOR’S REPORT

Supervisor Preston acknowledged receipt of the report from her office, a copy of which is available in the office of the Town Clerk.

OLD BUSINESS:

None.

NEW BUSINESS:

BUDGET WORKSHIP WITH DEPARTMENT HEADS

Supervisor Preston distributed preliminary budget figures and copies of the requests by department heads.  She stated that, just prior to his death, Mr. Ayres had met with the Conklin Volunteer Fire Department to discuss its potential increase for 2009, and that Mr. Ayres had stated that he was “comfortable with the increase.”  The Fire Department will hold a Public Hearing on September 18, 2008, and cannot discuss its 2009 Budget line-by-line until then.  Fire 
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Chief George Frailey will conduct NIMS Training 100 (for the Town Board and department heads) and NIMS Training 200 (for other interested personnel) in late September or October.

Mr. Finch asked what the federal Cost of Living increase is and Mr. Gorgos replied that it is 4.3-4.4%.  Supervisor Preston stated that “all municipalities are up,” adding that for 2009 the residents who rebuilt after the 2006 Flood have been had their homes reassessed.  She added that the oil crisis has put a strain on budgets and that everything costs more, adding that there may be less aid available from New York State, which impacts both the Highway and General funds.  Supervisor Preston instituted a spending freeze and asked that no unnecessary travel be undertaken.  She thanked the department heads, adding that “no wants, only needs, were asked for.”  Supervisor Preston stated that she does not know where Broome County taxes will go, only that they will increase.  She stated that Town of Conklin employees pay 20% of their health care costs, which is the highest in Broome County among municipal workers.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town Board changed the health care program for retirees to make it more cost effective.

Going page by page through the department requests, the Town Board had no questions for the Code Office or the Town Board request.  Mr. Finch asked Town Justice J. Michael Bishop about the proposed raises for the two Justice Clerks and Mr. Bishop replied that he is requesting a raise to $14.00 per hour and $11.00 per hour respectively for his full-time and part-time Justice Clerks, which he stated is the standard pay rate for Court Clerks.

Mr. Minoia noted that overall Contractual costs have been held down across the board.  The Supervisor’s office’s request did not change from 2008.  The Auditors request, provided by Cheryl DiStefano, requested an increase of $700 for GASPE45, Retiree Benefits, which increases the amount of money going to retirees.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town of Conklin needs to develop its plan by 2009.

There were no questions for the Assessor or the Town Clerk.  The Town Attorney retainer stayed the same as 2008 at $45,000.  “Great job,” commented Mr. Finch.  There were no questions regarding the Personnel Clerk or the Engineer.  Mr. Finch explained that the Town Board is “not agreeing with requests necessarily.”  There were no questions regarding the request for Buildings, as Mr. Jones had explained that $60,000 is needed for heating fuel, painting, and upkeep of the Town buildings.  It was noted that Central Communications (telephones) is down due to fewer rentals.  Storage costs remain the same as 2008.  Request for Mailings increased by $2,000, due to more mandated mailings for Public Hearings for companies moving into the Corporate Park, among other increased mailings.  It was suggested that the IDA be billed back for mailings involving the Corporate Park.  Mr. Minoia asked what the requirements are for notification of properties outside of the Corporate Park and Mr. Gorgos replied that it is up to the discretion of the Planning Board.  Regarding the cost of insurance for 2009, Mr. Finch commented, “Who knows?”  Supervisor Preston stated that Mr. Ayres had talked to The Partners, insurance carriers for the Town, and had received a “good estimate.”  She added that she will talk to Partners representative Bill Oliver to obtain a definite figure.
There were no questions regarding Public Safety (the school crossing guards), Traffic, or Safety Inspector (Mr. Jones).  Mr. Jones commented that he has purchased all of the new furniture he needs for his office and does not anticipate any major purchases in 2009.  Mr. Finch asked who the Traffic Inspector is and Supervisor Preston explained that this is Highway Superintendent Patrick Latting.  Costs for Demolition of Houses stayed the same.  Public Safety increase for 2008 was for the cases for the new external defibrillators.  There were no questions regarding Registrar of Vital Statistics (Town Clerk Sherrie Jacobs) or Highway Superintendent (Mr. Latting).  The Highway Garage raised its Contractual line to cover anticipated increases in the cost of heating fuel.  The estimated costs for the street lights came from Tom Standard of NYSEG (New York State Electric and Gas Corporation), who Mr. Finch stated has given the Town permission to change the type of bulbs in the Town street lights.  There were no questions regarding trips for the Conklin Seniors Club.  Supervisor Preston commented that her part of the 2009 Budget is completed and she is awaiting input from the Town Board.
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Mr. Finch asked if the equipment purchased for the Parks and Town Pool were paid for through FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) and Parks Superintendent Tom Delamarter replied that this is the case, which has resulted in no change to his department’s budget for 2007 or 2008  He stated that the Town has a contract for the purchase of fuel.  Mr. Minoia asked about equipment with which to mow properties obtained through the Buyout Program and Mr. Delamarter replied that his crew is mowing the properties currently using the mowers that the Town already owns.  Mr. Finch asked about this summer’s attendance at the pool and Mr. Delamarter replied that it has been “better than in the past.”  Mr. Finch asked if the shade for cover from the sun has been budgeted and Mr. Delamarter replied that it is included in his budget for 2009.  Mr. Delamarter stated that the Town Pool will close for the season on August 28, 2008.
There was no change in the budget for the Youth Commissioner, whom Mr. Finch stated is doing a “good job.”  The Historian’s budget remains at $50.00.  The Celebrations budget increased, as did the budget for the Zoning Board of Appeals, the latter to reflect the increased cost of gasoline to be used to attend the mandated training sessions for the board, which receives no mileage reimbursement.  There were no questions regarding the Planning Board.  The request for Grant Research was dropped to zero, subtracting $3,000 from the 2009 Budget.  Mr. Finch stated that this amount should be put back into the budget, since Supervisor Preston has been so successful in obtaining grant money for the Town.  Supervisor Preston stated that she has obtained $645,000 in grant money in the past two years for the Town of Conklin.

Mr. Finch questioned the $40,000 per year the Town must pay for Landfill Remediation and Supervisor Preston stated that the cost is actually lower this year because a separate line was created to cover the cost of mowing the landfill.  The request for Drainage will be changed from $15,000 to a lower amount, stated Supervisor Preston.  Commercial Development is budgeted at zero, and the line for Emergency Disasters is gone.  The budget for the Shawsville Cemetery remains the same, noting that not many lots are left.  Mr. Finch asked when the Town will stop selling lots.  Mr. Delamarter replied that the data is in his office, but there are maybe 20 lots left, adding that some shifting has been required due to the larger sized burial vaults currently in use.
In the Highway Budget, the Engineering request went from $15,000 to $5,000.  Contractual for equipment is $100,000 and for Fuel Contractual, $30,000.  The cost of blacktop has increased.  Mr. Finch asked about the possible construction of a salt shed for storage of highway salt and Mr. Latting replied that he has received “very little paperwork” on this, so the project is “on the back burner.”  Under Improvements, it was noted that the “CHIPS” money is decreased to $65,000.  Mr. Latting stated that the current price for blacktop is $78 per ton, where it was only $28 per ton not too long ago.  He stated that “one day can make a difference of $20,000 in the escalation of the cost of black top for one and one-half miles of road.”  Machinery anticipated costs of $40,000 and $25,000 will be reduced to zero, with no new equipment purchased by the Highway Department in 2009.  The cost of snow removal increased because the price charged by Broome County for road salt increased 16% to $38.30 per ton.  Mr. Finch asked if the amount paid to the Town by Broome County to plow Broome County roads increased and Mr. Latting replied that it did not increase, adding that the contract for this service renews in February 2009.  Supervisor Preston stated that Broome County is actually one of the least expensive counties from which to purchase road salt, with Tioga County also charging $38 per ton; Albany County, $52 per ton; Bronx $67 per ton; Clinton County, $99 per ton; and St. Lawrence County with an increase of 120%.

Mr. Latting distributed a handout outlining proposed salary increases for his department, adding that he is proud of his department and its handling of fiscal responsibilities.  Mr. Finch agreed with the proposal outlined by Mr. Latting, adding that it is a huge responsibility for people who are “working for $10.50 per hour,” and stating that “you have to take care of good people.”  The Town Board will receive the Preliminary Budget on September 23, 2008.  Mr. Finch asked if there would be hard feelings if senior employees in his department received less of a raise than newly hired employees and Mr. Latting replied that this is not the case and that his department has good morale.  Mr. Minoia stated that there should not be a 3% increase across the board for the Highway Department, but one that is “fair for everybody,” tying in the number of 
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dependents.  Supervisor Preston replied that “one does not deserve less than another.  All of them work hard, they just have different responsibilities.  It should be fair for everybody.”

Mr. Gorgos stated that he will be providing a Staff In-Service Training Session for Town employees regarding Procurement Policies for buying goods and services.

CLOSING OF SEWER/DEMOLITION PROPERTIES
Mr. Minoia asked if concrete is put in the sewer pipe of the demolished houses if the house was on the public sewer system and Mr. Delamarter explained that the sewer is capped off at the lateral.

SEISMIC TESTING

Mr. Finch asked if Mr. Holmes had been asking the Town of Conklin s permission to use his seismic testing equipment on the Town’s roads and Mr. Gorgos replied that the presentation had been for informational purposes.  Mr. Finch asked about bonding to protect the Town’s infrastructure and Mr. Gorgos stated that he will research this issue.

TOWN FAIR PARADE
Town Clerk Sherrie Jacobs, who also serves as one of the Parade Coordinators, reminded those present that the Town Fair Parade will take place at 6:00 P.M. on Thursday, September 4, 2008, stepping off from Schnurbusch Park and proceeding to the new Town Fair site at the Maines Community Center.

COMMUNITY YOUTH CENTER
Supervisor Preston stated that the Conklin Presbyterian Church is creating a Community Youth Center in its new Fellowship Room.  The Youth Center will provide a safe, positive environment in which all youth will be welcomed, regardless of church affiliation or lack thereof.  The church is looking for support from the Town and from the community for this endeavor.  The Town Board was supportive of the project, with Mr. Finch graciously offering to personally donate a pool table to the new Youth Center, one of the items on the Center’s wish list.

SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING/COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD

Supervisor Preston reminded those present that a Special Town Board Meeting will be held at the Town Fair site at 7:00 P.M. on September 4, 2008.  At this time, the annual Community Service Award will be presented.
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PRIMARY ELECTION/TOWN BOARD MEETING
