Mr. Finch invited Grand Marshal Elizabeth Einstein to the stage and asked her to present the annual Community Service Award to Raymond “Tom” Edmister for his work with the Meals on Wheels program and its contribution to the community.  Mr. Finch expressed his appreciation for Mr. Edmister’s many years of dedicated service, not only with Meals on Wheels, but with the Boy Scouts of America, the Kiwanis organization, and as a former member of the Town Board.

The plaque reads as follows:

“The Town Board of the Town of Conklin hereby proclaims the 2008 Community Service Award be in honor of Tom Edmister and all the Meals on Wheels Volunteers from Conklin and Kirkwood who deliver meals to our residents.  Your dedication in ensuring that those in need have meals is a testament to our community and reflects the true meaning of being a volunteer.
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Mr. Edmister stated that the award was “quite an honor,” adding that there were “a thousand people in Conklin who would deserve this award.”  He added that it has been “always my goal to help anyone who needs it,” and explained that he first got involved with Meals on Wheels when he went to a meeting 20 years ago and a volunteer was needed in a particular area.  He has been involved with the program ever since that time.  Mr. Edmister spoke about his long tenure with the Boy Scouts of America, noting that the “best payback” for his volunteer work occurs when a child becomes successful in spite of obstacles in his way.  Mr. Edmister thanked the Town Board for the Community Service Award.

Mr. Finch thanked everyone for attending the meeting and welcomed them to the Conklin Town Fair.  Before adjourning the meeting, he announced the Susquehanna Valley Golden Sabers Marching Band, which played the theme from “Indiana Jones.”
