MINUTES:  JANUARY 27, 2009 REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

Mr. Minoia stated that the January 27, 2009 Regular Town Board Meeting minutes should be amended on page 2, line 3 from the top, to read “This back property belongs to Levine’s Waste Metal.,” and on page 5, line 27 from the top, to read “…reworked their dam…” instead of “the dam.”
Mr. Bullock moved to approve the January 27, 2009 Regular Town Board Meeting minutes as corrected.

Seconded by Mr. Finch.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Supervisor Preston acknowledged receipt of reports from the Supervisor’s Office, the Town Clerk, the Highway Superintendent, the Water and Sewer Superintendent, the Code Officer, and the Dog Control Officer.  
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PUBLIC HEARING

TO RECEIVE INPUT REGARDING PROPOSED LOCAL LAW 1, 2009

“A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING INSTALLATION OF WATER SERVICES, TOWN OF CONKLIN CONSOLIDATED WATER DISTRICT #1”
PRESENT:  Same as on page one.
Notice of Public Hearing having been duly advertised, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing open at 7:05 P.M. and asked those present to speak either for, or in opposition to, proposed Local Law 1, 2009, “A Local Law Amending the Rules and Regulations Governing Installation of Water Services, Town of Conklin Consolidated Water District #1.”

Town Counsel Mark Gorgos explained the amendments to the current rules and regulations.  The current legislation states that bills for water usage are payable on or before the 30th day of the month in which the charge is made, with an added charge of 10% included if the bill is paid after the 30th day.  If a water bill is unpaid for more than 30 days, a final notice is issued, and if the bill is still unpaid 30 days after the final notice is issued, the water service will be shut off until the account is settled.  The amendment to the rules and regulations states:  “A service fee will be made for turning the water on again, which amount must be paid in advance of the water service being restored.  The fee shall be determined by Resolution of the Town Board on an as needed basis.”  The language of the current legislation was also corrected to note that all domestic water bills are issued quarterly.
Mr. Finch asked about the fee that will be imposed and Supervisor Preston reiterated that it will be decided by the Town Board on an as needed basis.  She stated that once a bill is unpaid more than 30 days past the issuance of the final notice, the water is shut off and the case brought to the Town Board to determine the fee for re-installing the water service.

There being no further public comments or questions, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:10 P.M.

REPORT:  HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

In addition to his written report, Highway Superintendent Patrick Latting reported that his department will be sweeping the back roads.  He stated that the sand which the Town received free of charge from the New York State Department of Transportation has been processed and is in circulation.  Mr. Bullock asked if Broome County hauls the sand to be used on County roads 
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and Mr. Latting replied that the County hauls the sand when possible, otherwise the Town hauls the sand for the County roads.
REPORT:  WATER & SEWER SUPERINTENDENT

In addition to his written report, Water and Sewer Superintendent Tom Delamarter reported that his department has been reading water meters and should be finished within the next two days.  He stated that an inspection was conducted on the backflow preventive device at the new Maines Paper and Food Services facility in the Broome Corporate Park and the valve is installed on the wrong side of the backflow preventive device so the facility did not pass inspection.  Mr. Delamarter stated that he informed Maines that this must be corrected or their water service will be shut off.

REPORT:  CODE OFFICER
In addition to his written report, Code Officer Robert Jones reported that in January he worked on reports for 2008 for Broome County and the federal government and worked on inspections.  He stated that he had given a memo to the Town Board declaring two structures unsafe and had included pictures of the structures as evidence.  Mr. Gorgos stated that he will have the formal resolutions declaring the structures unsafe under the Unsafe Structures Law prepared for the February 24 Town Board meeting and Supervisor Preston stated that she will ask Town Engineer Dan Griffiths to have the written inspections of the two structures prepared for the February 24 meeting as well.
Mr. Bullock commented that the structure in question on Pierce Creek Road presents a hazard to traffic because part of a structure, identified by Mr. Jones as a cooler unit, is in the Broome County right-of-way.  Mr. Finch asked if the Town could require that the property owner clean up the entire area and Supervisor Preston replied that the Town must address the issue of the unsafe structure first, since cleanup of the surrounding area is a separate issue.  Mr. Finch stated that he was sure the property owner had not obtained a building permit for the structure in question.  He asked if the cost of demolishing the structure would be charged to the property owner and Supervisor Preston replied that this will be true in both cases.

OLD BUSINESS:
BARRIER PROJECT/HOBART STONE & JULIUS ROGERS PARK

Supervisor Preston stated that Southern Tier Surveying surveyed the back and side boundaries of Julius Rogers Park.  She stated that the survey showed that Hobart Stone has encroached on between 11 feet and 22.5 feet along the back boundary and between 1.6 feet and 3.6 feet of Town property on the Harding Avenue property line.  Mr. Gorgos stated that the Town’s options now are to obtain voluntary compliance from Mr. Hobart or to pursue civil action regarding the encroachment on Town property.
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RESO 2009-51:  AUTHORIZE PAYMENT/SOUTHERN TIER SURVEYING/DETERMINE SOUTHWESTERLY BOUNDARIES/JULIUS ROGERS PARK/PER KEYSTONE ASSOCIATES SURVEY OF NOVEMBER 2001/$800

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin authorizes payment in the amount of $800 to Southern Tier Surveying for determining and marking the southwesterly boundaries of Julius Rogers Park per the survey completed by Keystone Associates in November 2001.

Seconded by Mr. Francisco.

VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Francisco – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Supervisor Preston stated that a letter will be sent to Mr. Hobart stating the results of the survey.  Mr. Bullock asked if a page fence could be used and Supervisor Preston replied that it would not be strong enough to hold the stone back.  Parks Superintendent Tom Delamarter asked about the price of a six foot fence.  Supervisor Preston stated that the Town could install a snow fence.

Supervisor Preston commented that Mr. Hobart’s stone is in the Town right-of-way and added that a stone fell and put a large hole in Harding Avenue.  Mr. Finch added that the stone is stacked too high for safety and asked if it is in violation of outside storage regulations.  Mr. Gorgos stated that there are no ordinances that cover outside storage in areas zoned Industrial Development, which is the zoning in the area in which Hobart Stone is located.  Mr. Francisco asked if the plan is for Mr. Hobart to move his stone material back onto his own land and then have the fence constructed and Supervisor Preston confirmed that this is the plan.  Mr. Delamarter asked if the stone has to be set back a certain distance from the property line and Mr. Jones stated that the setback requirement for a structure is 25 feet.  Supervisor Preston reiterated that a letter will be sent to Mr. Hobart.

NEW BUSINESS:
FEASIBILITY STUDY/WASTEWATER PACKAGING PLANT

Supervisor Preston stated that she, Town Engineer Dan Griffiths, and Town of Kirkwood Supervisor Gordi Kniffen met in January with representatives from Clough Harbour Associates of Syracuse, specialists in the development of wastewater packaging plants for sewer systems.  She stated that the Town has been waiting for approval from the City of Binghamton to extend the sewer system in the Town of Conklin at the southern end of Town but this approval has not been forthcoming.  Supervisor Preston stated that a feasibility study will be conducted by Clough Harbour Associates regarding the possibility of building a wastewater treatment plant to provide service to the Towns of Conklin and Kirkwood.  The cost of the study will be $7,600 total, with the Town of Conklin paying 50%, or $3,800, and the Town of Kirkwood paying the remaining 50% of the cost.
RESO 2009-52:  AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR/ENTER AGREEMENT/TOWN OF KIRKWOOD/SHARE COST/$7600 TOTAL/FEASIBILITY STUDY/CLOUGH HARBOUR ASSOCIATES/WASTEWATER PACKAGING PLANT
Mr. Bullock moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin authorizes the Supervisor to enter an agreement with the Town of Kirkwood to share the cost of a feasibility study to be conducted by Clough Harbour Associates regarding the possible construction of a wastewater packaging plant to provide service to the Towns of Conklin and Kirkwood, with each Town paying 50% of the total cost of $7,600 for the study.

Seconded by Mr. Francisco.
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VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Francisco – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Finch asked, if the wastewater packaging plant is eventually constructed, if the Town would then utilize it for the disposal of all of its wastewater, eliminating the Town’s tie-in to the Binghamton-Johnson City Joint Sewage Treatment Plant.  Supervisor Preston stated that this is her plan, because the cost of utilizing the Joint Sewage Treatment Plant just keeps escalating.  Mr. Bullock asked what the time frame for such a project would be and asked if the current contract with the Joint Sewage Board expires in 2012.  Supervisor Preston stated that she hopes to establish a yearly contract with the Joint Sewage Board, rather than a long-term contract, if the current contract expires before a new facility can be constructed in Conklin.
RESO 2009-53:  AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR/ENTER AGREEMENT/PARTNERSHIP WITH 2010 U.S. CENSUS

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin authorizes the Supervisor to enter an agreement to partner with the 2010 U.S. Census, with no cost to the Town.
Seconded by Mr. Bullock.

VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Francisco – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

Supervisor Preston stated that the U.S. Census representatives will be utilizing the Floyd L. Maines Community Center to test workers for the 2010 Census on Monday through Friday for three months beginning in April 2009.  There will be no cost to the Town for this agreement.
LOCAL LAWS/PROTECT ROADS/GAS DRILLING
Mr. Gorgos stated that Broome County has created draft documents for legislation to protect municipal infrastructures from potential damage caused by drilling for natural gas.  He stated that the goal if for all municipalities to be on the “same page,” with the same local law enacted in each municipality.  Supervisor Preston added that Coughlin & Gerhart helped write the draft legislation.
Mr. Gorgos stated that there needs to be uniformity among all of the municipalities so that the gas companies know what regulations they need to follow, although he noted that there might be “some minor variations” between municipalities.  Mr. Gorgos stated that a permit structure to cover the cost of repair of potential damage to Town and County roads would be part of the legislation.  He added that the permit structure might include an “up front fee” assessed as part of the permit before any damage is done.
Mr. Gorgos also distributed copies of the Final Scope of the sGEIS (Supplemental General Environmental Impact Statement) of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) with regard to development of gas drilling.  He stated that this is a marked copy, which shows the changes made from the original draft, and which was reviewed by the DEC.  Mr. Gorgos commented that the Final Scope was prepared much sooner than anticipated, in February rather than the original date of June 2009, and emphasized the need to enact legislation in a timely manner to protect municipal roads.

Supervisor Preston commented that there will be a house from the 2006 Flood Buyout demolished each day this week.

Mr. Gorgos stated that he is seeking a resolution approving the issuance of statutory bonds in the amount of $307,000 to pay for the 2009 Dump Truck, the 2010 Volvo Dump Truck, and the 2009 Hydrostatic Vibratory Roller to be purchased by the Highway Department.  He stated that the Town obtained a fixed rate of 4.28% from NBT Bank.  Supervisor Preston reminded the Town Board that the culverts and front end loader will be paid off early.

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Conklin has determined that it is in the best interests of the citizens of the Town of Conklin to provide for the funding of highway equipment for the Town and, 

WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that statutory installment bond(s) are necessary for the purpose of financing such funding and
WHEREAS, Local Finance Law Section 62.10 provides for the issuance of statutory installment bond(s); it is hereby
RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Conklin, in regular session convened, as follows:

Section 1.
There shall be issued statutory installment bond(s) in compliance with Local Finance Law Section 62.10.

Section 2.
The statutory installment bond(s) to be issued is for the specific object or purpose, or class of objects or purposes, described as follows: the funding of highway equipment, specifically, one 2009 GMC 4x4 Truck, one 2010 Volvo Heavy Duty Truck with Accessories, and one 2009 Hydrostatic Vibratory Roller with Trailer.
Section 3.
The amount of the bond(s) to be issued for the object or purpose described in Section 2 is an amount not to exceed $307,000.00.
Section 4.
The period of maturity of the statutory installment bond(s) will be eight years or less.

Section 5.
The statutory installment bond(s) are not issued in anticipation of bonds for an assessable improvement.
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Section 6.
The Town Board of Town of Conklin covenants and agrees with the holders from time to time of the statutory installment bond(s) that the Town Board of Conklin will duly and faithfully observe and comply with the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), unless, in the opinion of Bond Counsel to the Town Board of the Town of Conklin, such compliance is not required to maintain the exclusion of the interest on the statutory installment bond(s) from gross income for federal income tax purposes.

Section 7.
It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is ten (10) years, pursuant to Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law.  It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the statutory installment bond(s) herein authorized will not exceed eight (8) years.

Section 8.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell statutory installment bond(s) is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor.  Such statutory installment bond(s) shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Town Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 9.
The validity of such bonds may be contested only if:

1.
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which 




said Town is not authorized to expend money, or

2.
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of 



publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with, 




and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is 





commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, 



or

3.
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the 



Constitution.

Section 10.
This resolution shall be published in full in the Country Courier, the official newspaper, together with a notice of Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 11.
This resolution shall take effect immediately and shall be dated this 10th day of February, 2009.
Seconded by Mr. Francisco.

VERIZON PHONE BILL
Mr. Minoia stated that he questioned the local charges on the Verizon telephone bill, noting that the public phone at Schnurbusch Park costs $89.00 per month while the phone at the Highway Garage only costs $29.00 per month.  Supervisor Preston stated that she is looking into obtaining a Time Warner business line.  She added that the consulting firm that is looking at the Town’s Verizon bills may find some money that is owed to the Town.  Mr. Delamarter stated that the public phone at Schnurbusch Park is left “on” in case of emergencies at the park.  He stated that it is less expensive to leave the phone at the Town Pool “on” all winter than to have the service disconnected for the winter then reconnected in the spring.
MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT/AIRTEMP

Mr. Minoia asked what services are covered by the maintenance agreement between the Town and AirTemp in regard to the heating and cooling system in the Town Hall.  Mr. Jones stated that AirTemp changes filters, inspects and balances the heating and cooling system in the Town Hall.  
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Supervisor Preston added that the Town is researching another company to handle maintenance on the heating and cooling system.  Mr. Jones commented that the Town should bid out the maintenance agreement.

NOISE COMPLAINT/CONKLIN FORKS ROAD

Mr. Finch asked if the letter had been sent to the property owner regarding the noise complaint on Conklin Forks Road.  Mr. Gorgos stated that he will look into the matter.

TRACTOR-TRAILERS PARKED ON CORPORATE DRIVE

Mr. Finch stated that he has received complaints regarding two tractor-trailers that are routinely parked on Corporate Drive and which block the view of drivers exiting Carlin Road onto the Corporate Drive.  He stated that one truck is a Bolus 286.  Mr. Jones will issue tickets to the drivers of these vehicles.

HEATING BILL/COMMUNITY CENTER

Mr. Finch expressed concern regarding the cost of heating the Floyd L. Maines Community Center during the winter months.  He stated that the heat for the Community Center is costing the Town “$2,500 per month, with no revenue” to offset the cost.  He asked how warm the Parks Department keeps the garage attached to the Community Center, since the garage houses the Parks equipment and provides a space for maintenance to be performed on the equipment.

Supervisor Preston replied that locks have been installed on the thermostats so that people cannot adjust them and forget to turn the heat back down.  She added that a portion of the heating bill is assessed to the Parks Department, since the garage is utilized by this department.  Supervisor Preston also noted that January was an abnormally cold month.  Mr. Delamarter stated that the garage is maintained at 60 degrees, and added that weather stripping was installed in the Community Center.  Supervisor Preston stated that rentals of the Community Center help offset the cost of heating the building.  Mr. Bullock suggested that the Town stud and insulate the walls of the Community Center.  Mr. Jones commented that two new heating units have been installed and six and one-half inches of insulation have been put in the ceiling of the Community Center.  Mr. Minoia suggested that the Town look for grants to help obtain different heat sources, such as solar power.
BUYOUT PROPERTIES

Supervisor Preston stated that she has sent a letter to FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) and SEMO (State Emergency Management Office) asking permission to lease the properties obtained by the Town through the 2005 and 2006 Flood Buyout Programs.

Supervisor Preston stated that she spoke with Don Livingston about the possibility of growing vegetables for the CHOW (Community Hunger Outreach Warehouse) program on the Buyout properties.  She stated that Mr. Gorgos will obtain the necessary releases and indemnities to allow this to take place.

RESO 2009-62:  AMEND TOWN OF CONKLIN POLICY AND BENEFIT STANDARDS

Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin amends the Town of Conklin Policy and Benefits Standards as follows:


“ARTICLE 16, paragraph 7, is hereby amended and replaced in its entirety with the following amended paragraph:


“7. The Town of Conklin shall reimburse the Medicare premiums for retired Town employees (for purposes of this section, retired Town employees shall not include elected Town officials) hired before January 1, 1990, and who have retired prior to December 31, 2008, and who at the time of their retirement have reached the age of 65 and who were members of the Town of Conklin Health Insurance Plan at the time of their retirement.  This reimbursement benefit shall terminate upon the death of the employee.  The Town shall not be responsible for the reimbursement of Medicare premiums incurred by employees who were hired after January 1, 1990. or for otherwise eligible employees who retire after December 31, 2008.”

Seconded by Mr. Francisco.
