MINUTES:  JUNE 9, 2009 REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

Mr. Francisco moved that the June 9, 2009 Regular Town Board Meeting minutes be approved as presented.

Seconded by Mr. Finch.

VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Francisco – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING

TO RECEIVE INPUT REGARDING UNSAFE BARN STRUCTURE LOCATED AT 381 PIERCE CREEK ROAD

PRESENT:  Same as above.
Notice of Public Hearing having been duly advertised, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing open at 7:05 P.M. and asked those present to speak either for, or in opposition to, the declaration of Unsafe Structure and Order of Removal of the barn structure located at 381 Pierce Creek Road.
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Town Counsel Mark Gorgos stated that “substantial progress” has been made, including clean-up of the area surrounding the barn structure, but noted that an inspection is still needed.  Code Officer Robert Jones added that he is also “impressed with the clean-up” and stated that work has been done on the roof and siding of the barn structure.  Mr. Jones stated that the foundation and roof line are still in question.  Mr. Richard Fahrenz, of Hinman, Howard and Kattell, representing Mr. and Mrs. Robert Palczynski, owners of the structure located at 381 Pierce Creek Road, stated that the Palczynskis “finished the roof within one or two days after the last meeting.”  He added that the wall had been finished and the underpinning for the barn had been secured.
Mr. Finch asked what more work needs to be done and Mr. Fahrenz stated that the door needs to be hung.  Mr. Minoia asked if the cooler has been removed from the highway right-of-way and Mr. Palczynski stated that both Broome County and the New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets had told they have “no problem” with the placement of the cooler.  Mr. Minoia replied that it is in the way of the right-of-way.  Mr. Fahrenz and Mr. Gorgos stated that the issue at hand is the barn structure and any discussion of the cooler or other cleanup would have to be conducted at another time.
Mr. Gorgos stated that Mr. Jones would need to take a walk-through inspection of the barn structure, possibly accompanied by Town Engineer Dan Griffiths.  “Is that allowed?” asked Supervisor Preston.  Mr. Fahrenz replied, “I don’t know.”  Mr. Gorgos emphasized that the Town Board will not rescind the resolution declaring the barn structure unsafe unless either the Town Code Officer, Mr. Jones, or the Town Engineer, Mr. Griffiths, is allowed to inspect the building to make sure it complies with the New York State Building Code.  Mr. Palczynski stated that he did not know why this is necessary since the Town “made the determination that it was unsafe without going in the barn.”  Mr. Frank Palczynski stated that the roof and wall are the last two items in question regarding the barn.  Mr. Robert Palczynski stated that “experts said the barn was not unsafe.”  Mr. Finch replied, “Then why can’t we see it?”  Mr. Robert Palczynski stated, “I don’t have to go by the Codes, or electrical codes either.”  Mr. Fahrenz stated that his client is “trying to prove that the barn is not unsafe.”  Mr. Palczynski stated, “I have no confidence in this man” (gesturing to Mr. Jones).  Supervisor Preston asked if Mr. Griffiths would be allowed on the property and Mr. Palczynski replied, “No.”    Supervisor Preston asked if Agricultural Districts are exempt from the Town Code and Mr. Gorgos replied that residents of Agricultural Districts are exempt from some codes but not the New York State Building Code.  Mr. Finch asked if this is a working farm and Mr. Palczynski stated that it is not.  He stated that he would get a different engineer to inspect the barn structure and Mr. Finch stated that if the inspection were done by a certified engineer the Town Board would look at the report.
There being no further public comments or questions, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing adjourned at 7:20 P.M. until its continuation at 7:05 P.M. on July 14, 2009.

Mr. Finch asked if structures in an Agricultural District are exempt from the Town Code and other codes and Mr. Gorgos reiterated that residents in an Agricultural District have “some latitude” but not with regard to the New York State Building Code.  Supervisor Preston expressed her displeasure that no building permits were obtained for the remodeling work on this structure and the Town Code Officer is not being allowed to inspect the renovations.   The Town Board emphasized that any engineer’s report brought to the Board by the Palczynskis must be a stamped certification that the barn structure is safe.
REPORT:  HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

Highway Superintendent Patrick Latting reported on damage that occurred due to the recent heavy rains.  Mr. Dennis Kachmar of Berota Court asked if anything could be done to prevent damage on his property, such as occurred in the recent flash flooding.  Supervisor Preston stated that Mr. Griffiths will be looking at that situation in Schnurbusch Park again and invited Mr. Kachmar to meet with her and Mr. Griffiths and Mr. Tom Delamarter, Parks Superintendent.
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Mr. Latting reported that moderate damage occurred throughout the Town, mostly at higher elevations.  He stated that in the river valley, the catch basins, which his department cleaned out recently, worked the way they are intended to work.  Mr. Latting stated that the drainage systems in the hill areas of the Town are not designed to handle “worst case scenarios” of heavy water run-off.  He added that he has all of the materials on hand needed to fix minor repairs.
Supervisor Preston stated that flooding occurred on David Drive.  She added that in Schnurbusch Park, the creek was below the level of the new covered bridge but was high near the gazebo.  Supervisor Preston stated that there was a blockage, possibly a beaver dam, in the Wetlands area behind Donnelly Elementary School.  She explained that the blockage broke and the water rushed and flooded the Berota Court area.  She added that the Town has received a grant through Congressman Maurice Hinchey’s office which will provide money with which to address the drainage issues at Schnurbusch Park.  Mr. Finch stated that the spillway in the Donnelly Wetlands is not big enough to handle the runoff.  Supervisor Preston stated that there was a blockage between the area near the gazebo and the Wetlands, possibly a beaver dam.  Mr. Finch stated that the design of the lip of the spillway restricts water flow.  Mr. Latting asked if the Susquehanna Valley School District sends anyone to inspect the dam and spillway, to keep track of any beaver dams that are built.  Mr. Finch stated, “The problem goes back to the spillway.”  Mr. Dennis Kachmar commented that there is also an issue with the small culvert near the Little League Field in Schnurbusch Park.  He also feels that the runoff from the Broome Corporate Park is a contributing factor, although he commented that he tried to read the original Environmental Impact Study for the Corporate Park and found it confusing.
PUBLIC HEARING

TO RECEIVE PUBLIC INPUT REGARDING UNSAFE STRUCTURE LOCATED AT 12 WOODCREST WAY

PRESENT:  Same as on page one.

Notice of Public Hearing having been duly advertised, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing open at 7:30 P.M. and asked those present to speak either for, or in opposition to, the declaration of Unsafe Structure and Order of Removal of the structure located at 12 Woodcrest Way.

Mr. Gorgos stated that the structure was deemed unsafe by the Town Code Officer and a report stating that the structure is unsafe was received from Town Engineer Dan Griffiths.

There being no further public comment or questions, Supervisor Preston declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:33 P.M.

RESO 2009-151:  ORDER REMOVAL OF STRUCTURE LOCATED AT 12 WOODCREST WAY/TAX MAP NO. 178.07-3-3/TO PROCEED
Mr. Bullock moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin orders the removal of the structure located at 12 Woodcrest Way, tax map number 178.07-3-3, to proceed, with the cost of the demolition to be added to the property tax associated with this tax map number.
Seconded by Mr. Finch.

REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

JUNE 23, 2009

SMALL CULVERT/SCHNURBUSCH PARK
Mr. Dennis Kachmar commented that the small culvert near the Little League Field in Schnurbusch Park is a “bottleneck” which causes flooding in the pool area of the park and in the back of Berota Court.  Mr. Latting agreed, commenting that this culvert is only a four-foot diameter pipe.

OLD BUSINESS:
2010 CONKLIN ROAD/JUNKYARD

Supervisor Preston reported that Conklin Volunteer Fire Department Fire Chief George Frailey has written a letter, to be reviewed by Attorney Angel Aton, and sent to Daniel Parker, owner of 2010 Conklin Road, the junkyard that is believed to be “grandfathered in” at the south end of Town.  The letter is a notice of violation of the Fire Code, citing the numerous vehicles on the property blocking the driveway as a fire hazard.  Mr. Gorgos will also review the letter then send it to Mr. Parker.  Mr. Finch asked if a fence would be required, as it was for another Conklin resident with a similar business.  Mr. Gorgos stated that Mr. Parker’s business is “grandfathered in,” but added that if it has expanded beyond the originally approved non-conforming use, that is another situation entirely and can be addressed as such.
WATER DISTRICT 6

Supervisor Preston stated that there is $74,000 in the Water District 6 fund that has been “sitting there for years” and she wants to use it to pay down the principal and save the residents of Water District 6 some money.  Mr. Gorgos is researching with the Depository Trust Company to see if the Town will be allowed to pre-pay the bond principal.
5 SHAW ROAD

Supervisor Preston reported that no progress has been made on 5 Shaw Road.  Mr. Gorgos will contact the insurance company of the owners of 5 Shaw Road, and if there is no response, the Town will proceed with the removal of the structure.  Supervisor Preston asked if the insurance company will still pay for the cost of the demolition, noting that the insurance company had received a quote from Gorick Construction Company for demolition of the structure in November 2008.
9 SHAW ROAD

Mr. Finch stated that he thought the property owners of 9 Shaw Road had been told not to meet with the Planning Board because everything is on hold pending the outcome of the court proceedings, but then the owners met with the Planning Board anyway.  Supervisor Preston stated that the owners had to meet with the Planning Board as part of the compliance procedure, and added that they must come before the Planning Board again at its July 20, 2009 meeting.  She stated that the owners are still transporting cars and added that she has pictures for proof.  Mr. Francisco stated that a company from Melville, Pennsylvania, was seen at the site loading two cars that appeared to be in good condition that seem to have come from inside the building, perhaps indicating that work is still being done inside the building, despite the Stop Work Order.  Mr. Gorgos stated that the New York State Supreme Court will hear the case on June 26, 2009, and added that if the owners are in violation of the injunction and Stop Work Order, this information should be given to the presiding judge.
NEW BUSINESS:

BUDGET/PURCHASING

Supervisor Preston stated that the Budget process for 2010 has begun, adding that “if it costs more than $250, you’d better need it.  There are no more wants.”  She stated that any purchase of more than $250 needs to be supported by a letter stating the reason it is needed or the Purchase 
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Order may be refused.  She added that there will be no increases for any department in the budget.  Supervisor Preston will meet with department heads on Wednesday, July 1, 2009.

2009 COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD 

Supervisor Preston asked the Town Board to consider nominations for the 2009 Community Service Award, adding that she would like the Board to decide this year’s recipient at the July 14 meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:

SOLAR ENERGY PRESENTATION

Francine Notte of ETM Solar Works presented proposals to install solar panels on four Town of Conklin buildings:  the Town Hall, the Community Center, the Highway Garage, and the Wellhouse.  The proposals were drafted by Dr. Gay E. Canough, Master Trainer and President of ETM Solar Works.  A representative from ETM Solar Works looked at all of the Town’s facilities.  Ms. Notte stated that ETM Solar Works was founded in 1988 and has been in business for 24 years.
Noting that 25,000 watts is the maximum feasible per building, Ms. Notte presented the following proposals, each the net cost after the NYSERDA (New York State Energy Research and Development Authority) incentive:

$57,525




Community Center



$36,965




Well House




$36,965




Highway Garage



$48,625

ETM Solar Works will provide installation and a five year labor warranty, and will file all necessary paperwork for permits and for the NYSERDA incentive.  Supervisor Preston stated that there are grants available to allow municipalities to pursue solar energy alternatives.  She added that the Town would see a savings each month on utility costs.  Ms. Notte stated that the Town buildings are limited by the amount of roof space available, with only four sites being viable sites.
Mr. Finch asked where the solar panels are manufactured and Ms. Notte replied that they are manufactured by Sun Power, a California-based company with warehouses in Poughkeepsie, New York, and in Massachusetts, but noted that the solar panels are manufactured in China.  Supervisor Preston noted that the presentation contains a list of local projects completed by ETM Solar Works.  Mr. Finch asked about the warranty and Ms. Notte reiterated that ETM Solar Works provides a five-year warranty on labor.

Mr. Francisco asked if a post or pedestal-mounted solar panel had been considered and Ms. Notte stated that her company had considered that option but decided that it is not a viable alternative.  Mr. Francisco asked if the Town could receive EPAct (Energy Policy Act of 2005) credit, which “allows building owners to deduct the entire cost of a building or lighting upgrade in the year the equipment is placed in service,” according to the Commercial Lighting Tax Deduction website.  Ms. Notte stated that the Town would not be eligible for EPAct credit.  She stated that the payback would be in about eight years, which Supervisor Preston clarified means that the amount of energy saved is what the Town would have used in eight years.

Mr. Finch asked if there are grants available at this time and Supervisor Preston stated that she is researching this possibility but there are none currently available.  She added that the Town should look at the two buildings that cost the most for utilities as a starting point for consideration of solar power.  Mr. Finch asked, “How can we afford it?”  Supervisor Preston replied, “We must look at alternative options.”
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Mr. Francisco asked if the NYSERDA incentive is a rebate that the Town receives after the solar panels are installed and Ms. Notte explained that ETM Solar Works would take care of submitting all necessary paperwork for permits and all pre-construction requirements, and then would submit all necessary paperwork to NYSERDA.  She stated that it takes about two months for NYSERDA to grant approval, at which time the necessary materials would be ordered, the Town would be put on the installation schedule, and after the solar panels were installed, they would be subject to inspection by an electrical inspector and by an inspector from the utility company.  After inspection, the system can be brought online.  Mr. Francisco asked where in the timeline the Town would receive the incentive from NYSERDA and Ms. Notte stated that the Town does not pay the full cost up front but only pays the “bottom line” of the cost minus the NYSERDA incentive.  She added that this is the Town’s only responsibility. 
Ms. Notte stated that the bulk of installations completed by ETM Solar Works have been on residential buildings.  She explained that the solar collectors gain energy even when the sun is not shining, although snow on the collectors inhibits the energy gain.  Supervisor Preston stated that she is impressed with the five-year labor warranty and believes the Town needs to look at the most critical buildings.
NEW BUSINESS:

NEW ACCOUNTING SYSTEM
Supervisor Preston stated that the Town must upgrade its accounting system from the current DOS system to a Windows system, as DOS is quickly becoming obsolete.  She stated that she has met with twelve vendors and has narrowed the choices down to three vendors.  Supervisor Preston emphasized that the Town must move forward with this change, adding that the Town will have to bond for the cost of the new accounting system.  Mr. Minoia asked if accounting software is available on the County bid awards list and Supervisor Preston stated that it is not available and added that the Town is not required to go out to bid on a service.  Supervisor Preston emphasized that this upgrade is “critical to the operation of the Town.”  Mr. Gorgos added that each municipality has its software customized for its own particular needs.
Supervisor Preston stated that the current software does not provide enough security and added that the upgrade would eliminate human error and the many spreadsheets used by the current software.  She added that the utilities portion of the software will track backflow devices and their inspections and will allow residents to pay their water and sewer bills online.  Supervisor Preston stated that she is trying to eliminate hand-written receipts, in both her office and in the Code office.  Receipts would be computer-generated with the new software.  Supervisor Preston stated that there will be no parallel systems running once the new software is installed.  Mr. Francisco commented that SAP software (Systems Applications and Products) does not accept DOS information.
Mr. Finch asked what the timeline for installation of the new software will be and Supervisor Preston stated that she wants it to be functional by the end of September 2009.  She added that she has already selected what she feels is the best software program, provided by Edmunds & Associates, Inc., of New Jersey.  Supervisor Preston added that this company guarantees service to fix any problems within two hours of being contacted.  Mr. Finch asked if any other municipality in Broome County uses Edmunds & Associates software and Supervisor Preston replied that no municipalities in Broome County currently use Edmunds & Associates software.  She added that many municipalities in Broome County use the same system the Town of Conklin currently is using.  Supervisor Preston stated that the new accounting software will cost $29,000.  The currently used Williamson Law Book Company software cost $27,500 eight years ago.  Mr. Finch asked if the Town could sell the used software and Supervisor Preston explained that this is not possible because Town accounting data is integrated and encrypted into the current software.
Supervisor Preston reiterated that the new software will save time and human error.  Mr. Francisco asked how long the Town will receive free upgrades to the new system.  Supervisor Preston replied that beginning in 2010, the Town will have a maintenance contract with 
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Edmunds & Associates.  She added that upgrades are done off-site.  Supervisor Preston explained that data from the accounting program is backed up on the server and to a portable server which is stored off-site.

RESO 2009-152:  APPROVE SUPERVISOR/ENTER AGREEMENT/EDMUNDS & ASSOCIATES, INC./PROCEED WITH PURCHASE OF NEW ACCOUNTING SOFTWARE

Mr. Finch moved for the following resolution:


Be It Resolved:  that the Town Board of the Town of Conklin approves the Supervisor to enter an agreement with Edmunds & Associates, Inc., to proceed with the purchase of a new accounting software program.

66 STILLWATER ROAD

Mr. Gorgos stated that the Town received an engineering report from Mr. Griffiths stating that the structure located at 66 Stillwater Road is unsafe.  The structure belongs to Catherine Beach-Snyder and Donald Arthur Beach.
RESO 2009-153:  ORDER REMOVAL OF STRUCTURE/66 STILLWATER ROAD/TAX MAP NO. 228.11-2-24/OWNED BY CATHERINE BEACH-SNYDER & DONALD ARTHUR BEACH/SCHEDULE PUBLIC HEARING AUGUST11, 2009 AT 7:05 P.M.
At a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Conklin, Broome County, New York, held at the Conklin Town Hall on the 23rd day of June, 2009, the following resolution was offered by Councilperson Minoia, who moved for its adoption, seconded by Councilperson Bullock:

WHEREAS, the Code Enforcement Officer of the Town of Conklin has filed his report in writing with the Town Board of the Town of Conklin containing his findings and recommendations regarding a certain structure situated on premises on 66 Stillwater Road, Conklin, New York, designated by Tax Map No. 228.11-2-24, in which report said Building Inspector states his opinion that said structure is unsafe and dangerous to the public and recommends their immediate removal, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Conklin after reviewing said report and after hearing said Building Inspector in regard thereto and after having duly deliberated upon the same, having determined that said report warrants the removal of said structures.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that: (1) notice be given to Catherine Beach-Snyder and Donald Arthur Beach, reputed owners of the structure situated on premises on 66 Stillwater Road, Conklin, New York, designated by Tax Map No. 228.11-2-24, in the form required by Section 6 of the Unsafe Buildings and Collapsed Structures law of the Town of Conklin, (2) said notice to be served personally upon said Catherine Beach-Snyder and Donald Arthur Beach or by registered mail to their last known residence(s) as shown by the records of the tax collector or of the county clerk if such persons cannot reasonably be found for such personal service and by affixing a copy thereof upon said structures, (3) said notice shall order the structure be removed from the premises, to be commenced within thirty (30) days of the service of said notice and to be completed within sixty (60) days thereafter, (4) a Public  Hearing has been scheduled on August 11, 2009, at 7:05 P.M. at Conklin Town Hall, in relation to such dangerous or unsafe structure, and (5) the Town Clerk of the Town Conklin be and she hereby is directed to prepare said notice and arrange for the service thereof in accordance with the requirements of said Local Law and by filing in the office of the County Clerk.

The resolution was thereupon declared duly adopted.
R.A.N. RENEWAL/FEMA REIMBURSEMENT/FALLBROOK ROAD PROJECT
Mr. Gorgos stated that the Town renewed its Revenue Anticipation Note (R.A.N.) on June 19, 2009.  This R.A.N. was needed to cover expenses incurred by the Fallbrook Road Highway Project while awaiting reimbursement from FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency).  The Town has not yet received the money from FEMA needed to pay back the borrowed money, so renewal of the R.A.N. was necessary.  Supervisor Preston stated that FEMA representatives have informed her that the money for this project will be sent to the Town soon.  She added that the renewed R.A.N. is at 1.73% interest and is callable, so the Town will be able to pay off the Note if it receives the anticipated money from FEMA.  Supervisor Preston asked about investing the FEMA money since the interest on the Note is so low, but Mr. Gorgos explained that arbitrage states that the Town cannot borrow at a lower rate and invest at a higher rate for the life of the note, although he added that 30 days would be allowable.

761 CONKLIN ROAD (HOBART STONE)

Mr. Gorgos reported that a summons and complaint has been served to Mr. James Hobart of Hobart Stone stating that Hobart Stone is trespassing on JR Boulevard and Julius Rogers Park in regard to the barrier project to be constructed between Hobart Stone and Julius Rogers Park.  The barrier was never constructed by Mr. Hobart, as had been agreed.  The matter will be referred to Court.  Mr. Gorgos stated that Hinman, Howard, and Kattell is the law firm representing Mr. Hobart.
UNREGISTERED CARS/CAMILLA STREET
Mr. Gorgos reported that Attorney Angel Aton sent a letter to Mr. John Powell regarding his unregistered cars on Camilla Street.

SAMPLE LEGISLATION/OFF-ROAD VEHICLES

Mr. Bullock distributed sample legislation from the Town of Fenton regarding regulation of off-road vehicles.  Mr. Gorgos stated that he will research and develop a proposal for a local law to regulate off-road vehicles.
PAVING/CONKLIN ROAD NEAR CLARK FOAM

Mr. Minoia asked who is doing the paving on Conklin Road near Clark Foam and Mr. Jones replied that Aton Paving is paving that area and will be coming to the Planning Board.

ROOT’S TREE SERVICE/FILLING

Mr. Finch asked about the filling being done at Root’s Tree Service on Conklin Forks Road.  Mr. Jones explained that the law allows filling up to one acre without a Stormwater Runoff Prevention Plan.

RESO 2009-154:  EXECUTIVE SESSION/PERSONNEL ISSUE
Mr. Bullock moved to close the Regular Town Board Meeting and move into Executive Session at 8:40 P.M. to discuss a personnel issue.
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Seconded by Mr. Finch.

VOTE:  Bullock – Yes, Minoia – Yes, Francisco – Yes, Finch – Yes, Preston – Yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

An Executive Session of the Town Board of the Town of Conklin was held at the Conklin Town Hall at 8:40 P.M. with Supervisor Debra Preston presiding.  Present were:  Supervisor Preston, Mr. Bullock, Mr. Minoia, Mr. Francisco, Mr. Finch, and Attorney Mark Gorgos.  Supervisor Preston assumed duties of secretary of the meeting.
