SEQR (STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW)/ “SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL” GRANT PROJECT
Attorney Cheryl Insinga opened the SEQR (State Environmental Quality Review) at 5:10 P.M. and read the resolution which initiates the SEQR process and names the Town of Conklin as Lead Agency on the “Safe Routes to School” grant project.  The Town Board reviewed the Short Form EAF (Environmental Assessment Form), which will list the project as an Unlisted Action under 6 NYCRR 617.2.
Mr. Bullock asked if there will be one or two crossings on Conklin Road.  The Town Board reviewed the plans for the project and determined that there are two crossings – one at Morris Boulevard and one at Eva Court.  Town Clerk Sherrie Jacobs noted that the two easements held by the Town are on property belonging to the Conklin Volunteer Fire Department and to Mr. Michael Murray.  Ms. Insinga noted that the current crosswalk from Susquehanna Valley High School to the Little White Church parking lot will be removed.
Beginning with Page 2 of the EAF, the Board answered Question A, “Does the Action exceed any type 1 threshold in 6 NYCRR, part 617.4?” as “No,” since only .35 acres will be disturbed. Question B, “Will Action receive coordinated review as provided for Unlisted Actions in 6 NYCRR, Part 617.6?” was answered “No.”
Question C, “Could Action result in any adverse effects associated with the following:” as follows:  

Question C1:  “Existing air quality, surface or groundwater quality or quantity, noise levels, existing traffic pattern, solid waste production or disposal, potential for erosion, drainage or flooding problems?” – “No.”

Question C2:  “Aesthetic, agricultural, archaeological, historic, or other natural or cultural resources; or community or neighborhood character?” – “No.”

Question C3:  “Vegetation or fauna, fish, shellfish or wildlife species, significant habitats, or threatened or endangered species?” – “No.”
Question C4:  “A community’s existing plans or goals as officially adopted, or a change in use or intensity of use of land or other natural resources?” – “No.”

Question C5:  “Growth, subsequent development, or related activities likely to be induced by the proposed action?” – “No.”
Question C6:  “Long term, short term, cumulative, or other effects not identified in C1-C5?” – “No.”
Question C7:  “Other impacts (including changes in use or either quantity or type of energy)?” – “No.”

The Board answered Question D, “Will the project have an impact on the environmental characteristics that caused the establishment of a critical environmental area (CEA)?” as “No.”  
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Question E, “Is there, or is there likely to be, controversy related to potential adverse environmental impacts?” was answered “No.”

From these determinations, a Negative Declaration of the environmental impact of this project was issued, meaning that there will be little or no environmental impact from the project.
